The Radio DX-Programme: some suggesiions,
by Richard E. Wood
1.) Redio 25 medium,
The Radio DX-programme should make the fullest poseible use of its characte-

-rigtic medium, it cammot and should not conZain material more easily accessible

in books or printed magazines but chould make full use of radiols two advan-
tages: speed and sound reproduction, Only items of news value should be inclu-
ded, and the great majority, or all, of %he DX prozramme should consist of DX
tips in detail, giving full details of time, frequency, stations identification,
language, programme heard, etc. : Y

Radio gives an opportunity for the stations and loggings mentioned tc be brief-
1y illustrated by tape recordings. This used fo be done on Syeden calling DA-ers!
and 1is still successfully done on Arthur Cushen's DX “orld (Radio New Zealand).
2) Selection of items,
Reception conditions vary so much betweer different continents and DX-ers loca-
tions that loggings which moy be of interest to one DX-er are everyday routine
to another, the only items of universal intersst are those wich have news value
which concern new stations,new frequencies, new times, new programmes, etc.

And basically these four items are the headings unier which any logging sub-
mitted for including must be considered., If thzy do not have such news value,
loggings are of no interest to a DX-programis, "t should rather be confined

- to local, printed bulletins, even tnere, ennul handbocks and frequency lists

may give more belanced picture of the total situation,
3) Necessity for editing.
ews requires speed and accuracy. It is essary that news be carefully edited,
Only relieble reports, especially concerning reported frequency changes, should
be accepted, and it is wise to err on tl ide of caution. Remember that a false
report will waste the listening DX-ers time in searching for a station on the
wrong frequency, at the wrong time, etc. .

4) Identifications of correct and wrong renoris.
It is better to have 2 small, select but highly truzted and capable reporters

for a DX programme than to rely on the reports af unknown and often un reliable
outsiders, This is the principle adopted by the modern daily press, which would
néver print & story merely sent in by a reader, but would have it checked by
full-time staff and in any case has full-time renorters employed in obtaining
news, thus obviating the need for reliance on unknovn sources, :

5) Few reporters, many listeners.

Tt ‘is not those newspapers which take unconfirmed reports from the general
public which are widely read by the nublic, but rather those with a reliable,
ttustworthy and personally identified reporting staff, There is no virtue in
receiving sixpy or seventy reports each week if these reporis are erroneous

or of dubious value,

6) Language of broadcast.

One of the best-known DX-programmes has in fairly recent times begun to be
transmitted in the languages of countries where true DX-ing is hardly known

and lementably low, Vhile the programme is of news value o shortwave listeners
in those countries, a very regreltable oolicy of acceptance of cbviously in-
complete, erroneous and valueless reports from novices, inexperienced listeners
and inaccurate, unreéliable reporters in these areas, evidently merely for the
sake of geographical completeness or & so-called "fairness'" has bemn adopted
and has led to a very noticeable fall in standards which hurts the true DX-er
in all countries equally, The editor should also be aware ef the very primitive
receiving equipment in use in many countries, and especially suspicious of
reports of frequency changes.

7) Identification of sources.

All items published should be identifired as based upon actual recention and
frequency measurement or else based upon published or announced information.
The listeners to the DX -programme should never be left in doubt asto whather
or not reception has talken place, or whether the source is merely published
materia,

8) Perpectuation of errors, ;

Once an error has Been made, once a wrong frequency, wrong callsign, wrong
station name, etc., has been published, in one DX-bulletin or guide, it% is all
too often repested and infinit so that the thruth is obscured.

This is esvecially the case with stations not operating on their nominal or '
published frequencies, To give one examnle, year after year, SuPPOS?dly experi-
enced DX editors seem unaware of the elementary fact that USSR station schedu-

‘les publish frequencies rounded off to the nearest 10 kHz,so that 11. 73! Hz.

is actually 11735 kHz., etc. _ '

9) Giving of credits, ¢ i

One DX column in a non-DX paper in the United States lumps all its DX items

in together and then lists all the contributors at the end, without individual

. credits., This is sheer folly. Some of the contributors are uhrgliab}e, others
are accurate, but the entire column looses any value if their induvidual

items eaannot be distinguished,

10) Who should edit? . o

In newspapers, a qualifiged finanse expert edits the city column, a woman t@e

woman's column, etc., so i$ id toomuch to suggest that a hard-headed, experi-

enced, nerhans rather cynical( like mast newsmen ) DX-er should edit the

radio DX-programmes? Even if he is not employed at the station and the editing

‘has to be done by correspondence, (at the cost ef a slight delay) the DX-er

who knows what his fellow DR-ers really want and has news value for them, is @?

11) Content., :
