STOCKHOLMIA 74

September 21—20 are the dates for
the largest stamp exhibition ever held
in Scandinavia — and one of the larg-
est ever held anywhere. It's called
Stockholmin 74, and it comes on the
100th anniversary of the founding of
the Universal Postal Union (Sweden
was a charter member) and the 50th
anniversary of the World Postal Con-
gress held in Stockholm in 1924, This
latter is particularly important, sinece
stamps issued on that occasion are be-
ing reprinted in bloclks which will be
available only on the nine days of the
exhibition.

The exhibition will feature the nor-
mal international classes — the honor
class (in which one of the exhibitors

ﬁ'&"‘ﬂ' will give you reports from STOCKHOL-

will be Her Majesty, Queen Elizabeth),
various competition classes arranged
geographically, aerophilately and the-
matic collections. An unusually great
attention will be paid to junlor collec-
tions, and one of the two large halls at
the St. Erik's Trade Fair area will be
devoted entirely to activities for young
people. In addition, there will be the
first festival of philatelic films ever
arranged in connection with an inter-
national exhibition. Over thirty coun-
tries have entered the competition part
of the festival. Also, there will be a falr
with the postal anuthorities of over a
hundred nations and many private
dealers taking part.

Radio Sweden will have speclal pro-
grammes about and from Stockholmia
74 on the first Mondays of both Sep-
tember and October. In addition, the
September programme will announce
the winners of Radlo Sweden's summer
stamp contest,

Programmes

RADIO SWEDEN FILMS

WITH A POSTAL THEME

Those Magnificent Men in their Fly-
ing Machines — the Wright brothers,
Blériot, Latham, Farman, the Veisin
brothers.., They can all be seem on
early newsreels, excavated from the
archives of Svensk Filmindustri, and
some sequences are being used in Ra-
dio Sweden's latest TV production.

The film is part of the series "From
Sweden with Love”, in which stamps
tell their stories about Sweden. So far

in two versions, eight and twenty min-
utes respectively, and deals with the
development of postal air services. Vic-
tor Lindgren describes it as "a playful
reportage” with nostalgic glimpses of
days gone by, "Three letters” is the
title.

Malil and philately make a highly
topical theme. In connection with
Stockholmia, the international stamp

three four-minute and three eight-min-
ute programmes are finished — films
on Northern Sweden, winter sports,
Nobel and his prizes, emigration, and
postal history — and shown in a dozen
countries.
